I am not a member of any breeder’s union, but have for the past twenty years made it my life’s occupation to prosecute criminals. From time to time this also included incidents of animal cruelty mainly at the hands of people practicing occult activities at the expense of animal welfare. In this regard I often relied on the services of the SPCA to ensure convictions of wrongdoers. 

 

However, I have also followed the case of Ms. Wells and the manner in which the SPCA (and the veterinary counsel in regards to tail docking in general) have abused the law. Having recently obtained a kitten for my daughter from the SPCA I was shocked to find that the SPCA practices sterilisations on a kitten under six months of age despite the fact that it endangers the life of the kitten.
